Apparently, human
welfare is not maximized in monopolistic conditions but in free
market situation. Gradually new technology gave altogether new
dimension to the institution of market which connects the people,
households, firms and the governments. Growth oriented
economic systems led to jobless growth, rootless growth, ruthless
growth, voiceless growth and even futureless growth. The concern
of Dr.Pandey is to have a world government based on democratic
principles of development.

The sudden outbreak of pandemic in 2020 affected the global
economy very substaniially and differently. The whole world came
to a standstill. Economies crashed. GDP fell down and
unemployment sharply dcepened. The pandemic is global and
countries tried their best to control it. However, some countrics
could not manage it well even with abundant resources like the
USA while others could achieve exemplary success by emulative
public commitment in controlling Covid-19 remarkably like New
Zealand.
